From the M1 using Park & Ride

Leave the M1 at Junction 33 and at the end of the slip road take the A630 (The Parkway) towards Sheffield City Centre.  Continue on this road past Morrison’s on the left then ASDA and go under several bridges following signs for Park & Ride. When you have passed the Parkway Central Retail Park on the left you will see a Park & Ride sign which tells you to get into the outside lane.  As you do this you will enter into a filter lane signposted Park & Ride.  Follow the road round and you will find yourself travelling as if you are going away from Sheffield. Soon you will see a sign for Park & Ride taking you into a left hand slip road.  This takes you to the tram stop at Nunnery Square.   You will need to buy a ticket before getting on the tram for car park and tram use.
Take the Yellow tram route destination Middlewood - you need to get off the tram at The Cathedral in the City Centre.  The journey takes approx 10 minutes and costs £4.00 to park and use the tram for the day.

When you get off the tram bear right and walk down past the Cathedral on East Parade (Lloyds TSB on the corner) and the bottom turn left onto Campo Lane. Walk approx 50 yards, cross over and then turn right and walk down North Church Street (see map). Turn right and you will soon arrive at North Church House is at No 84. Overall this is a 5 minute walk.

Walking from Sheffield Train Station

(A 15 minute walk)

Bear left out of the station and walk up alongside the new water feature.  Cross the road and carry straight on (Howard Street).  You will have Sheffield Hallam University on your right hand side, bear right up the steps and to the pelican crossing on the dual carriageway (you will see the Millennium Gallery across the road.  Cross the road and turn right, walk past the Millennium Gallery and then take some steps on your left onto Surrey Street.  Walk along Surrey Street past the Town Hall and walk down Fargate, past NEXT, Topshop and Marks and Spencer (all on your right).

At the end of Fargate you will see Sheffield Cathedral to your left, cross the road and walk down the side of the cathedral (East Parade). At the bottom turn left on Campo Lane and then cross the road.  Walk about 30 yards until you come to a right hand turn (North Church Street).  Walk down North Church Street until you come to Queen Street. Turn right and the entrance is about 50 yards on your left hand side on the opposite side of the road.
